Around three years ago | started my own gratitude practice. It's had more of a posi-
tive impact on my life than any other decision I've ever made.

Prior to adopting gratitude | was going through a difficult time in my life. My relation-
ship was in the process of breaking down, a family member was battling a terminal
disease, and | wasn’t taking very good care of myself. | was caught in the familiar
trap of eating badly, not exercising much, working too hard and | often felt tired and
overwhelmed.

Knowing that | needed to make some changes in my life but not really sure where to
start, | noticed that | was seeing the word gratitude everywhere | went. Seeing this
word so often grabbed my attention and | was intrigued. Despite my skepticism that
something as simple as expressing appreciation could make a difference to my state
of mind, | was curious enough to give it a try.

Over the course of three months | was humbled and amazed by the impact that fo-
cusing on gratitude began to have on my life. Day by day, | felt calmer and more at
peace and my overall energy levels and enthusiasm for life started to rise.

Within a couple of months...

| was sleeping better

Exercising more

My mood felt lighter and more joyful

| had increased focus at work

| felt less stressed and irritable

| was happier and more content

What this experience proved to me is that incorporating a gratitude practice into your
life is one of the best and easiest decisions you can make for your own well-being.

It can help you to make more positive choices, take better care of yourself, feel em-
powered and to develop a positive ‘can do’ attitude to life.
